This program focuses on three primary objectives:
Paternal Engagement: Strengthening the bond between fathers and their children through practical parenting skills, active listening, and consistent presence.
Legacy & Character Building: Helping fathers model the same integrity, resilience, and accountability that we teach our students, creating a "ripple effect" of character development in the home.
Equitable Support Systems: Providing fathers with access to resources, peer mentorship, and advocacy to help them navigate societal barriers and fulfill their roles as primary providers and protectors.
